THE PARTIES HEREBY REACHED THE FOLLOWING UNDERSTANDINGS:

1.

OBJECTIVE

The Parties, subject to the terms of this MoU and the laws, rules, regulations and
national policies from time to time in force, may endeavour to strengthen, promote and
develop co-operation between the Parties on the basis of equality and mutual benefit.

AREAS OF CO-OPERATION

2.1 Subjectto the law, rules, regulations and national policies from time to time in force,
governing the subject matter, each Party may act as a stimulus for a wide range of
collaborative activities, including but not limited to the collaboration related to

research, innovation, testing and technology transfer in midstream and
downstream sector of the industry.

2.2 For the above collaboration, the areas to be covered could include (but not limited
to) the following areas:

(i)  Skill Development Program

(n) Internship Program (Summer & Winter Internship)
(iii)  Industrial Visits of Students

(iv) Academic Collaboration / Exchange Programs

(V) Joint Training / Workshop to exchange of knowledge between UCC
and IRMRA researchers/ Members / Stakeholders.

(vi) Exploring Collaborated Research, submission of Research Proposal
to any funding agencies.

(vii) Joint Paper publications, Patents etc.

(viii) Utilisation of Testing facilities (available in both institutes)

(ix) Entrepreneurship Development in Rubber Sector

(x) Any other scope of work, which may be beneficial for both Institutes.

2.3 For the purpose of implementing the co-operation in respect of any area stated in

clause 2, the parties may enter into a legally binding agreement subject to terms
and conditions as mutually agreed upon by the Parties.

FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

This MoU will not give rise to any financial obligation by one party to the other. Each
party will bear its own cost and expenses in relation to this MoU.

EFFECT OF MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

Notwithstanding the statements and obligations herein, this MoU shall not create a
legal relationship between the Parties and the Parties shall not be legally bound until
and unless a definitive agreement has been negotiated and duly executed by the
authorized representatives of the Parties.




NO AGENCY

Nothing contained herein is to be constituted as a joint-venture partnership or formal

business organization of any kind between the Parties or so to constitute either party
as the agent of the other

ENTRY INTO EFFECT AND DURATION

6.1 This MoU will come into effect on the date of signing and will remain in effect
for a period of three (3) years.

6.2 This MoU may be renewed for a further period as may be agreed in writing by
the Parties

6.3, This MoU may be terminated at any time by either party giving the other party
a written notice of no less than one (1) month.

NOTICES

Any communication under this MoU will be in writing in the English language and
delivered by registered mail and/or courier to the address or sent to the electronic mail
address of the Parties or as the case may be, shown below or to such other address
or electronic mail address or facsimile number as either party may have notified the
sender and shall, unless otherwise provided herein, be deemed to be duly given or
made when delivered to the recipient at such address or electronic mail address or
facsimile number which is duly acknowledged:

nature intended to be for the knowledge of the receiving party or if orally given,
is given in the circumstances of confidence.

Both Parties agree that the provisions of this Article may continue to be binding
between the Parties notwithstanding the termination of this MoU.

SUSPENSION

Each party reserves the right for reasons of national security, national interest, public
health to suspend temporarily, either in whole or in part, and the implementation of
this MoU which suspension shall take effect immediately after notification has been

given to the other party.

Any difference o dispute between the Parties concerning the interpretation and/or
implementation and’or application ol any of the provisions of this MoU shall be settled
amicably through mutual consultation and/or negotiations between the Parties, without
reference to any third party or international tribunal.
